SCIENCE OLYMPIAD 
 

What is it? 

Science Olympiad is team tourna-

ment in which students compete in 

23 events drawn from various sci-

entific disciplines.  Teams that do 

well at the 11 regional tournaments 

across North Carolina move on to 

compete at the state level.  The top 

two teams from the North Carolina 

state competition are invited to 

compete in the national Science 

Olympiad tournament. 
 

How does it work? 

Team members work in pairs to 

prepare for and compete in 2-4 dif-

ferent events.  Events are assigned 

in early fall, then parent-coaches 

meet with their teams on a weekly 

basis to prepare for regional and 

state competitions. 

  

What are the events? 

The 23 event topics are drawn from 

many areas of life science, plane-

tary science, and physical science, 

as well as technology and engi-

neering.  There are knowledge 

events, lab events and building 

events from which to choose. 
 

Who can participate? 

Each team consists of up to 18 stu-

dents (at levels corresponding to 

CMS grades 5-12) and their parent-

coaches. There are different divi-

sions for Science Olympiad corre-

sponding to upper elementary, 

middle school, and high school 

with age-appropriate events for 

each division. 

  

When and where is it? 

The regional competition is held at 

UNC-Charlotte during the month 

of March.  The state competition is 

held at North Carolina State Uni-

versity in April.

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Keeping Track of Growing Scholars  

An Interview with Misty Spinelli by the CHEA Newsletter Editor  
 

In December of 2002 Misty and Tony Spinelli opened a homeschool store in the northwest corner of Charlotte hoping to 
attract homeschoolers throughout the area to their cute, well-stocked store. Misty had only homeschooled for two 
years, but she was enthusiastic and full of energy. People slowly began to come and as they did Misty realized they ex-
pected her to be able to answer all their questions, so her personal education on education and curricula began. Soon 
Tony and Misty realized they needed a store in the south area of town and their second location in Stallings opened. 
Through the years Misty hired only seasoned, well-informed homeschool moms to work for her. She trained them on 
the curricula and created an atmosphere of helpfulness that was felt by each customer. Growing Scholars soon became 
the "go-to" place for any question about homeschooling. Tony and Misty kept at it for 8 years, but the business could 
not withstand the recession and the onslaught of the internet, so this past winter they had to close both of their stores. 
The homeschool community was very saddened by this event, but the service that Growing Scholars provided is actually 
still available. Recently I talked to Misty about it. 
  
Misty, I know that many area homeschoolers were very sad to see the Growing Scholars stores closing. However, 

Growing Scholars is not going away altogether. What form is the business taking now? 

Well, my main goal from the beginning was to help homeschoolers. Which I still want to do. We just realized that our 

business model didn't work any more. We still had tons of customers coming into the store to look at the books and talk 

with a consultant, they just weren't buying the books from us. We have now opened a homeschool resource center in our 

basement. I have the walls lined with curricula so moms can still look and books and compare and they can pay me for a 

curricula consultation and I will help them hand-pick all their curricula. I am also a Woodcock-Johnson tester so by test-

ing students and consulting with moms afterward, I am able to give them lots of advice as well. We are also going to a few 

conferences, as well, where I will speak and encourage homeschoolers as we have done for years. 
 

Your information meetings were so very helpful to many new homeschoolers. Any chance you will still be doing those? 

I don't really have room to do them in my home anymore, but a year or so ago we had decided to create a DVD which 

would replace the meeting so that more people could have that information than just those who could make it to a meet-

ing. Greg Munger's son Paul produced it for me. He owns an award-winning film company and did a very good job. It is 1 

1/2 hrs long and chocked full of very helpful information for anyone thinking about homeschooling or someone who has 

homeschooled for a short time. We have it available to buy on our website for $14.95. 
  

How are you and your family doing in this time of transition? 

It has taken some adjustments in our schedule in order for me to be available to test and consult every afternoon. The first 

two weeks we were in business were rough and some bad habits set in quick, so we had to make adjustments in our rou-

tine and responsibilities and I had to work harder at night to have everything ready for the next school day, but we're ad-

justing pretty well. And it is nice to never have to run to the store unexpectedly. 
 

What is the best way for people to contact you now? 

They can email me through the Growing Scholars email: growingscholars@aol.com I am booked until July at this point, 

but I will gladly schedule folks in July. 
 

Will we see you at any of the upcoming conferences? 

At the moment we are not going to be at any of the North Carolina conferences. You're always appreciated 
more away from home. I will be speaking at the SCHEA Conference in June and we will go to the SMHEA 
show in Knoxville, Tennessee. I have turned down most everything else this year just out of pure exhaustion. It 
was much harder to close two stores than to open them, then we renovated the basement ourselves, moved 
everything in and started having clients for about 5 hours everyday. Right now a conference might seem like a 
break, but at the time I couldn't image pulling them off. 
 

If you can only give one piece of advice to a new homeschooler, what would it be?  
Everyone is so different-- that is a hard question to answer. Some moms need to relax and educate them-
selves about the different ways children learn so they can quit comparing themselves to "school". Other moms 
need to work harder at having order in their homes and stick with the basics on a more consistent schedule. I 
see a lot of new moms that are a little too relaxed and when I test their kids they are behind. I am really hoping 
that this isn't a new trend for homeschoolers, because if it is, it will be bad for all of us and our children. My 
best advise is to treat homeschooling as if you are a professional. Work at it 40 hours a week, and I don't mean 
work your kids 40 hours a week. You need those other hours for prep, research, etc. You must do this job 
more perfectly than you would any other job you can ever image doing. You do not have a boss looking over 
your shoulder, but you do have God and they are His kids and He wants you to raise them correctly - AND IT'S 
HARD WORK!!

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2011-2012 Battle of the BooksðHomeschool Edition 
 

What is it? 

BoB is essentially a book-based quiz bowl tournament.  NCSLMA puts on 

an official Battle of the Books competition every year, but they do not al-

low homeschooled students to participate.  So, we have created our own 

competition.  Please note that although we are not affiliated with the offi-

cial NCSLMA program, we use the same list of 27 books: http://

www.ncslma.org/BookCompetitions/BoBstate/bobbooklist2011-2012.htm. 
 

How does it work? 

Questions in each round alternate between two teams and require partici-

pants to identify a book based on a specific detail in that book (for exam-

ple, a relationship between characters or a unique plot element).  Teams 

score 2 points for supplying the correct title with 1 optional bonus point 

for also correctly naming the author.  After an incorrect answer, the oppos-

ing team has an opportunity to steal 2 points by supplying the correct title. 
 

Who can participate? 

Each team should consist of 2-6 young people (at levels corresponding to 

CMS grades 6-8, ages 11-14) with one adult coach.  Teams must sign up 

by March 1, 2012. 
  

When and where is it? 

The competition will be held at ImaginOn (300 East 7th St.,  Char-

lotte,  NC  28202) in May.  The exact date has not been determined yet. 
 

How do I start my own team? 

This is surprisingly easy.  In fact, it is the easiest thing I do as a 

homeschool mom because the kids do all the work! 
 

1) Get a group of kids together and register your team.  Your team only 

needs to have two members to participate, but it can have as many as 

six.  If you have more than six, you may choose to rotate players between 

rounds or divide into two teams for the competition. 
 

2) Now decide where and how frequently you want to meet.  Most teams 

meet once a month at a local library, church, or private home. 
 

3) Distribute the book list and agree on a reading schedule.  Many teams 

get started on the reading over the summer, but some teams read one book 

per week during the school year.  Other teams pursue a "divide and con-

quer" strategy in which the reading list is split up among team members.   
 

4) Then decide on the format of your meetings.  You can use the official 

BoB question format, another game show format, or even conduct a book 

discussion.   
 

5) Lastly, generate the questions.  This can be a daunting task if you do it 

all yourself, but you don't have to -- the kids can and should do the 

work!  You simply ask each child to arrive at the meetings with 5-10 index 

cards for each book they were assigned to read that month.  On the front 

side they should have written a question in the format, "In which book 

did...?", and on the back they should have written the title and the author.
